Along with our regular 18 callers and cuers we had 14 guest representatives from the local clubs. It
was great to have our guests join in the squares, rounds and contras that were led. Ed Dolson called
some new releases from vinyl instead of tapes this time. Some very interesting combinations of
moves were employed. We danced about 6 different rounds cued by Dan Roy for us to choose the
round of the month for November, January and March. Looks like some fun dancing is ahead there.

Egbert Jacobs and Dave Paulen led us in a Contra workshop. Both circle and line contras were
demonstrated. Although square dance basics are used, the contra is a tool that could be used to add
more interest to the square dances. It was noted that one difference between square dancing and
contras is that the latter is timed in steps more precisely. For example, a ladies chain takes 8 steps,
and a right and left thru takes 8 steps. Therefore they each take 8 beats of music. The calls used fit
the measures of music presented.

Our 50™ Anniversary SWOSDA dance was a roaring success, as reported by Nick Dahm. The rooms
were full, and all levels were done well. Thanks to the many callers and cuers as well as other
volunteers who helped make this event enjoyable. It was noted that some advertising was done from
the microphone, which is not advocated by SWOSDA. The Mainstream room seemed to be very
basic and repetitive.

Our guests introduced themselves, and we gave them opportunity to make comments and bring
concerns. Some callers left squares unfilled at the SWOSDA dance, and carried on calling. Although
this is not desirable, the tips were limited to 10 minutes, so the callers could not take the extra time
needed to fill some squares. Tight hand holds are still a problem. Callers should remind their
dancers often to use palm touches or loose hand holds. If dancers encounter a problem they should
bring it to the attention of their caller. It was suggested that a “hands down” wave formation could
help. Someone was also hurt when others were using the “hands down” formation. Waves are taught
the correct formation, with hands up at shoulder height.

Could the occasional recipe be inserted in the Bugle? The question was received well as long it is
occasional.

MOTION: by Egbert Jacobs, seconded by Ed Dolson that we set up a senior’s account for Callers’
Clinic to save bank charges. Carried. This motion was later rescinded.

Frosh dances are set for 2010 to be held at the Kiwanis Centre because the Hamilton Rd. facility was
not available.

MOTION: by Dan Roy seconded by Fran Weatherby that Grace Burchill book the Hamilton Rd.
facility for Jan.15, Feb.19, and Mar.19, 2011. Carried.

The Centennial Square Dance Train
By: Jim & Ethel Williams, Brantford, Ont.

This was formed from an idea of the Stetson Strutters Club in Ottawa. Art Jackson and his committee
of Square Dancers did most of the work, but all clubs in route co-operated and followed through on
their part in each place we danced, whether it was a short stop or days.



In Southern Ontario dancers left Toronto June 26, 1967 on a train of five cars, one Diner (a real
special). Dancing at Union Station with lots of publicity started it off.

The first stop was Capreol where we met the main section of the train carrying Maritimes and Ottawa
people. But no dancing as it was two o’clock in the morning. A train of 19 cars carrying 325 dancers
started West.

At our stop at Hornepayne, the town declared a holiday and went as a group to see us. Every stop
featured local callers, although we had seven or eight on the train.

At Sioux Lookout there was a very large turnout of local and surrounding area dancers. We
overflowed the station platform, and we didn’t mind the sand or whatever we danced on.

In Winnipeg the train was three hours late and at 1:30am only a few dancers were there to meet us. It
spoiled the Ottawa group’s Hi Jinks for Winnipeg.

The next morning we were in Saskatoon for a whole day. There was a big parade, breakfast
downtown, and a city block roped off for dancing. There was a big steak dinner at night on the City
Hall lawn and more dancing at the Arena — estimate of 1,000 dancers or better.

The Edmonton, Hinton & Jasper, Alberta stops were a half hour to an hour in length. We carried no
amplifier, so we used the station train announcing system.

Kamloops was an unscheduled stop, but other than dancing and beautiful weather, all | remember
was cherries (black). A local dancer put 10 crates of them on the train.

In Vancouver there was a big reception with speeches, T.V. and then off by bus and ferry to Victoria —
A Real Welcome.

The Buddy System:

Whenever we stayed any length of time, we had a Buddy Couple who looked after us. It is impossible
to describe them, the Most Wonderful People in the world (of course they were square dancers).
Sight seeing and dancing were the order of the day. There was 1,200 dancers at the first dance. At
the Wind-up on Saturday night, there were 1,500 dancers. A lunch and after party was held for all.
