3.      Gives an exceptional value to any participating dancer who will be doing any visiting at 
regular clubs dances. 

4.      The 2 Centennial Pins, value of $2.50, would be a souvenir for life.

Centennial Year. 

2.      It promotes the Square Dance Club to all Square Dancers.
