The 
holes each have a marking on them, such as one 
base, or two bases, three, etc. or home run.  

The idea is to 
throw three bags (one at a time) and try to get 
them through one of the holes and score as many 
runs as possible before there are three “outs”.  
There can be any number of people on a team.  
One of these years hopefully the men’s team will 
score a victory. 

We also had cards and “washer” horseshoes.  It’s played and scored the same as horseshoes, except 
there are two wooden boxes  (about a foot square) twenty feet apart, each with a three-inch upright 
pipe in the middle (slightly higher than the outside height of the boxes).  As in horseshoes, getting a 
three-inch metal washer into the box counts one point, and if you get the washer into the pipe, it’s a 
“ringer” and counts three for your team same as in horseshoes.  There were other games played as 
well, and a good time was held for everyone.
